3. THERE WILL BE FOUR CLASSES OF CONTESTANTS, DETERMINED BY WEIGHT,
CLASS 1---0- 40 POUNDS BOTH BOYS & GIRLS
CLASS 2 - 41 - 50 POUNDS BOYS  41-50 POUNDS GIRLS
CLASS 3 — 51— 60 POUNDS BOYS  51-60 POUNDS GIRLS
CLASS 4 — 61— 70 POUNDS BOYS 61-70 POUNDS GIRLS
